International Program for Development Evaluation Training (IPDET) is now accepting applications for the next round of the Mentoring Program for individuals working on a development intervention. Funding is available for approximately 15 individuals to receive coaching on real-time evaluations from one of IPDET's renowned evaluation faculty. Submissions might relate to the development of a 'theory of change', an evaluation design matrix for evaluation of a policy, program, or project, and/or need for specific guidance related to sampling, data collection, or analysis. Mentors will not produce theories of change, designs, or instrumentation, nor conduct analyses for mentees, but will offer review and guidance.
 
Thus far, 20 individuals took part in the mentoring program and their experience was very valuable. As one mentee stated:

As I work on the formative evaluation, I am able to directly apply the learning from the Core Course with the added bonus of having an expert to guide me through the experience. What an amazing way to have actionable learning! The mentorship experience solidifies the knowledge gained through the program."
Individuals chosen in this round will receive between 1 and 24 hours of coaching depending on need beginning late October , 2013.

     Description of the evaluation challenge being faced, the IPDET graduate's role in the evaluation, the timing of the evaluation, and the intended use of the evaluation. The applicant should be specific as to the task and provide an estimate of time required. 
 Eligibility: A requirement is to have attended IPDET's core course or a mini-IPDET.
 
 Selection Criteria: Geographic and gender balance will be sought. Other selection criteria include, but are not limited to, the importance of the evaluation, the centrality of the IPDET participant to the evaluation, "fit" of the proposed evaluation in terms of timing, expression of support from the intended user, and "fit" of the evaluation with a potential mentor.
